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Presidential Proclamation Marking National Sexual Assault Awareness Month, 2009
For the first time in history, the President of the United States has issued a proclamation designating April as Sexual Assault Awareness Month. CONNSACS is delighted that President Obama has taken this opportunity to raise awareness about sexual violence and salute the work of our community-based rape crisis centers in the response to and prevention of sexual assault. 
Sexual assault is a serious problem across our state and our nation. A 2000 study by Macro International revealed that nearly one in five Connecticut residents (19%) has experienced a sexual assault in their lifetime, which is in line with national statistics.

“We applaud the President’s commitment to sexual assault victims,” said CONNSACS Executive Director Nancy Kushins. “The President’s first-ever recognition of Sexual Assault Awareness Month is a call to action to every one of us. To those volunteers and advocates who work every day to end sexual violence, this recognition is thrilling and gratifying.”
The services provided by CONNSACS’ nine community-based rape crisis centers are free and confidential. CONNSACS is proud that our President recognizes the importance of ending sexual violence, and that our rape crisis centers are getting the recognition they deserve.
